In Component 1a and b (portfolio) students develop responses to initial starting points and project briefs completing specified tasks and realising their intentions
informed by research, the development and refinement of ideas and meaningful engagement with selected sources. Student responses will include evidence of drawing
for different purposes and needs and written annotation. We will cover a range of media: drawing, painting, printing, digital media and sculpture.

Students will produce work that fulfils the assessment criteria:

AO1: Develop ideas through investigations, demonstrating critical understanding of sources.

AO2: Refine work by exploring ideas, selecting, and experimenting with appropriate media, materials, techniques and processes.

AO3: Record ideas, observations, and insights relevant to intentions as work progresses.

AO4: Present a personal and meaningful response that realises intentions and demonstrates understanding of visual language.
